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In response to a woman who wrote about her

status of avodas Hashem, the Rebbe writes:
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1)  With regards to all of the above, you were guaranteed that if you
work hard, you will succeed.

2)  About the fact that you do not feel content from your
accomplishments and from your overall situation, etc.—the nature of a
person is, as Chazal say: One who has 100 wants 200 (i.e. he feels like he is
lacking and demands the additional 100); one who has 200 wants 400 (i.e.
he demands an additional 200). When it comes to Torah and mitzvos, this
nature is good and useful, prompting growth in matters of holiness. And
eventually [it will lead to doing so with] happiness as well (even though,
[after you reach the next level] you will demand 400). This is simple to
understand.
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
