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Regarding your son’s emotional wellbeing—in
general, his learning, etc.— it would be advisable to
consult with a psychologist who is a yerei shomayim.

Adding vocational training or a new field of study
(to his current study schedule), something in which
he could see (a future) parnassah and demonstration
that he is capable of being independent, etc.— might
fundamentally change his way of thinking and his
outlook on life.

Moving from your current neighborhood would
likely not change any of the above [in a positive way.
On the contrary,] it might present new challenges
in acclimating [in a new environment] with new
neighbors, etc.
